» May be:
» Asymptomatic contacts
» Symptomatic and waiting on swab or swab result

» COVID-19 positive with/without symptoms but not requiring hospital

» Supported isolation may be needed if:

» No capacity for isolation in current accommodation

» COVID-19 positive, but no longer requires hospital or are unable to return to their

original accommodation

» Nowhere else to go
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Testing

Flexibility of testing

Remember, finding suitable place to isolate is key first step

» If in residential setting or supported isolation unit - can arrange testing there
via mobile test unit, or can contact local HSE SI or Safetynet (Dublin) to see if
testing available
